· Tuesday 13th April, 7.30pm.  Annual Parish Church Meeting (APCM) at the March School. This is a very important date in the Church calendar, where the year’s events and finances are reviewed and Churchwardens and PCC members are formally elected.  Drinks and nibbles will be served. Please think about whether you or someone you know should stand as a PCC member, and do speak to one of the current PCC or Revd Ann if you are interested.

· URGENT!     CHURCHWARDENS NEEDED. 
·  In April Paul and Joy will step down as Churchwardens. We have to have two church wardens and so we would ask you to think seriously about becoming one.  If you are interested, please speak to Paul, Joy, Ann Kent or Revd Ann about the role. We would be pleased to speak to you, even if you think it may be something you are unlikely to be able to commit to. Brief outlines of the main duties of a church warden are available at the back of church.  We would also ask you to pray that our church finds two suitable wardens for the beginning of April – time is short and these positions must be filled. 
· Electoral Roll – the official list of members of the church who are eligible to vote at the Annual Parish Church Meeting.  We will be updating our Electoral Roll in preparation for the APCM which is on April 13th.  If you are baptised and have been coming habitually to St Peter’s for at least 6 months, please see Paul Martin (church warden) for an application form. We will need to have these back by Sunday March 21st to be prepared to be presented at the APCM.
· Bible Study / Discussion Group – This will start w/c 22nd  February for 5-6 weeks and will be on Monday evenings, 8pm at the vicarage.  If you would like to join this, speak to Revd Ann. No qualifications needed – just a desire to think more about your faith in an informal, friendly setting! 
· Ashes for Ash Wednesday service.  We will be making ashes from last year’s palm crosses,  so if you still have yours, please bring it back to church now and place in the box provided.
· Charitable Giving.  At its March meeting the PCC will be reviewing which charities we will be supporting for the coming year.   If you would like to suggest a charity please write your suggestion and your name and phone number on a piece of paper and hand to one of the churchwardens or clergy.  The children are also being consulted about this in Sunday School.
· Bishop Luffa Applications.  If you are intending to apply for your child to attend Bishop Luffa, please read the Admissions Policy which is on the school’s website.  Your clergy will be expected to complete a Church Support Form (see the notice in the Bishop Luffa Register in Church.)  A meeting of St Peter’s parents agreed that the only fair and accurate way for the clergy to do this is from the information in our attendance register. MAY FAIR   -   8TH MAY 
After the great success of our first May Fair two years ago (which was the biggest event in Westhampnett for many years, with about 1000 people present), plans are now well under way for an even bigger and better one this year.  The date chosen is the Saturday after the early May Bank Holiday – a very special date as it is the 65th anniversary of VE Day and the  end of World War II.  It is very possible that this will be the last great celebration of that day, so it is appropriate that our May Fair will this year take that as its theme.
As always at a Fair such as this, there will be plenty of stalls offering everything for the many visitors.   At today’s service Claire Kemp will be announcing our plans for these. A large board will go up just inside the church, with a long list of stalls.  We will need plenty of volunteers to help with these – firstly for energetic souls to organize and run each stall, and then for all others who would like to participate to help each organiser.  If nothing on our list appeals, you can always suggest your own stall!   
The board will stay up for the whole of February, and then after the Service on 7th March there will be a Stallholders’ briefing meeting.   The idea here is that everyone involved will be given a sheet of paper telling them exactly what they will need to be responsible for.
